There is not a lot of news on our progress to new buildings. However, in keeping with our
school value of Optimism | believe some good news may soon be on the horizon!
As you are aware our school has been involved in a Building Futures - Regeneration Project
(State Government) with the other schools in our area over the last 18 months
« As previously reported this Regeneration Project involves the merger of several
neighbouring schools, however under the project Noble Park PS will remain a standalone
school on its present site
e Under the Building Futures Program we are/were hopeful of getting new school
buildings, however this may take some time to eventuate
» We were notified that we have been allocated $125,000 as part of the Federal
Government’s, National Schools Pride stimulus package
o $125,000 is the maximum that a school of our size could receive through this program
so we are very pleased with this result
o There is a very short time-line for consideration of how we spend this money and there
are restrictions on what we can purchase. | will keep you updated on staff and school council
deliberations
« We now must wait on the Federal and State Governments to see whether we can
progress to the next stage.
