School Uniform
The school uniform policy is designed to maximise convenience for parents. Compulsory school uniform
provides a cheap alternative to the families and reduces the competition to see who can wear the ‘coolest’
clothes. It also provides safety for students by them being identifiable on the way to and from school and
creates a strong sense of identity and pride in being part of the NPPS ‘team’.
Other aspects of the uniform policy require the students to avoid extreme hairstyles and colouring, again to
avoid that fashion competition. For safety purposes we discourage wearing jewellery, other than earring studs
or where the jewellery is of religious significance.
