Grade 5/6 Enhanced Learning Program  
We are very excited to announce the start of The Enhanced Learning Program at Noble Park Primary 
School. We are trying to develop new and exciting possibilities for our students which will make learning fun 
and more positive. 
This is a new program at NPPS and has two main parts. 
Part 1: Focused Educational Support to enhance student /teacher learning goals. (This may also include the 
completion of homework) 
Part 2: Enhanced Learning opportunities in an exciting range of activities that may include drama, dance, 
technology, art, craft, woodwork, computer extension, writing, science or information  discovery. 
The program will take place after school from 3:45pm ï 5:30pm. 
Students start with a snack then move into the educational support session followed by the activity based 
session. Students will need to be collected at 5:30pm from their leader. 
Each group will have 2 leaders chosen from Monash University and trained by myself. These Monash    
University students are completing teaching courses and they will work in the school next year completing 
their final year of study. 
A year 10 secondary school student will also assist with each group. Student groups will be between 6 & 8. 
This is an extremely exciting opportunity which will enhance the selected studentsô learning and allow     
students to develop their skills and talents. 
The first session was held on Tuesday 4th of August and continues every Tuesday and Thursday until the 
end of term culminating in a celebration / performance. 
Students have been selected for the program by Melanie, myself and classroom teachers. 
This is a pilot program and if successful we hope to extend it to a larger number of students in the future. 

 
Voices of the Choir 
Last year our choir was selected as the óBest all round performerô in the inaugural óVoices of the Choirsô. This 
year our choir is getting ready for the celebration of local choirs on September 2nd. The choir has already 
performed at assemblies and I have enjoyed hearing them practice as they prepare for this event. 
It is important to note that this is one of the schoolôs extension programs, providing an opportunity for      
talented students to develop their skills in the arts in genuine performance situations. 
While on the subject of music, if you havenôt heard our school band, get along to an assembly to hear their 
rendition of the national anthem amongst other things.
