School Appeal 
While many of us enjoyed the holiday break many people in our region were not so fortunate. The people of 
Samoa, Tonga, Philippines and Indonesia suffered a range of climatic and geological disasters. This had a 
great impact on their communities and our school has students with families in each of these countries. I 
have spoken to most of the children concerned and to our knowledge while some families have been directly 
affected, there was no loss of life or serious injury. 
I can only try to imagine, how such things happening in my country when I was far away would affect me, 
knowing that family, friends and places I knew so well had been changed potentially forever. 
As a school the staff thought that it would be great if we could respond with a school effort, so we have 
called a free dress day to encourage families to make a donation to help people in need. A notice will have 
come home advising you of this event on Friday. 

Hats and Jewellery  
During term 4 it is compulsory for all children to wear hats as part of our Sunsmart and School uniform    
policy. From today if children did not have a hat they were restricted to a covered play area. 
It has come to my attention that many children are wearing jewellery that does not comply with our uniform 
policy. These rules are about safety, protecting the upset caused by valuable pieces getting lost at school 
and avoiding the competition that arises when children try to outdo one another with the brightest ‗bling‘. 
We need parent/carers support to make this work. Children are wearing hooped earrings which can be torn 
from the ear lobe during games causing serious injury and bangles and necklaces which can cause damage 
to the wearer and others who catch themselves on them. Some children tell me that the jewellery is for   
religious purposes, which is allowed, however on occasions I know the jewellery is not absolutely necessary 
for worship and presents a danger for your child and potential for a valuable item to be damaged or lost.

Families moving in 2010 
Please advise the school if you are intending to move to another school in 2010. This a great help for our 
forward planning. If you intend to take a holiday at the start of the school year we also need to know what 
dates you will be absent at the beginning of the year. 
In the past I have been very supportive of people taking long term holidays to catch up with family overseas, 
based on the opportunity to see close relatives and learn something of the culture they are visiting. However, 
in recent times I have changed my view, particularly for our younger students who don‘t speak English as 
there first language. It seems that they often take quite a bit of time to catch up to the level they were at  
previously and lose some of the school routines they have established. Parent/carers often ask for home-
work to cover the two to three months of absence, but this can never substitute for the learning they do at 
school, nor can it be presented in a way that is genuinely purposeful.  On that basis I would encourage fami-
lies to only take holidays during the scheduled breaks. If you would like to discuss this with me, I would be 
more than happy to share my views with you.

Student Attendance
